Types of Diapers

· All-in-One (AIO): Cloth diaper with inner absorbent layer and waterproof outer layer, with Velcro or snap closures.  No cover required.

· Fitted: Cloth diaper with Velcro or snap closures, cover required.

· Prefold: The classic!  An absorbent, rectangular cotton or bamboo diaper.  Requires a cover.  Pins or a Snappi may be used to hold in place.

· Covers: Waterproof covers are a necessity if using fitted or prefold diapers.  Covers are available as pull-ons or with Velcro or snap closures.

· Pocket: A cover with a “pocket” into which a prefold or special insert is stuffed.

Diapers come in a variety of materials including cotton, bamboo, and absorbent terry.
